On April 23 1834, at the British Coffee House on the corner of King and York
streets, a group of citizens gathered to celebrate the Feast of St. George inspired
by the bravery and generosity of England’s patron saint. They founded The St.
George’s Society of Toronto and become agents of change within the city. The
Society provided food, medical services, and financial support to individuals in
need. Today, The St. George’s Society of Toronto continues to honor its legacy by
supporting more than 20 charitable organizations annually, and today its members
are impassioned patrons of culture, education, health care, and community
development.

The St. George’s Society of Toronto continues to evolve with the city of Toronto by
funding medical research, providing access to long-term medical care, supporting
community and social services for the underprivileged, empowering youth with
a university education, supporting a flourishing arts and culture community, and
more. After 180 years of supporting these worthy causes, The St. George’s Society
of Toronto has helped shape Toronto into the thriving metropolis it is today.

The St. George’s Day Dinner, a permanent fixture in The St. George’s Society
of Toronto since its early years, has also kept pace with the times. In the past,
the dinner was attended by some of Canada’s most prominent dignitaries and
broadcast on the CBC to a national audience in 1937. It has evolved into an
important fundraiser, the Red Rose Ball, which has generated millions of dollars
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for charities since 1985. The glittering event honours distinguished citizens with
the Award of Merit for outstanding contributions to the community.

Recently, The St. George’s Society of Toronto inaugurated ‘George’, a young
professionals’ society, where members hold common interests: a sense of devotion
to Toronto, a passion for community development, and a love of all things British.
Like the British culture itself, ‘George’ fosters a strong sense of belonging by
interweaving diverse cultures and backgrounds to create a distinct identity. Their
events boast a British flair for occasion with a dash of playful celebration, where
the next generation of Torontonians can discover a world of opportunity and
influence while engaging in charitable works across Toronto.
